A reminder of what the Fifteen Foundation is all about 
Fifteen was a concept set up by Jamie Oliver in London in 2002 and exists to inspire disadvantaged 
young people to believe that they can create for themselves great careers in the restaurant 
industry.  Fifteen Restaurant in Melbourne opened in 2006 and is headed up by head chef Tobie 
Puttock (formerly Jamie’s main man at Fifteen London) and helps up to 20 local Melbourne kids 
get back on track by offering them sustainable futures as chefs through a unique, tailored training 
programme. 
 
Why we rely on fundraising support 
Each pioneering apprenticeship scheme costs $60,000 to deliver. This funds a tailored programme 
of college and in-house training, welfare support and sourcing trips to top producers, just some of 
the things that make this course so unique and successful.  
 
The Foundation needs to raise $1 million per year to continue their work and impact more young 
people in the local Melbourne community. A Big Night Out is one step in reaching this financial 
target.
